As soon as the deadline date has passed, or just before, please call the Bike Station on 0131 668 1996 to arrange a collection – we will pass them on to our driver who will then contact you to arrange a convenient date and time to come and collect them.

If any of the bikes are locked, please let us know when we arrange the collection so that we can bring suitable cutting equipment.

We will ask you to sign for the bikes, acknowledging that your neighbours have been given two weeks' notice, and we will, if required, give you a receipt for the bicycles.
