Volunteering at the Bike Station

Thank you for your interest in volunteering at the Bike Station, and please find enclosed an application form.

The Bike Station is one of the UK's largest bike recycling organisations, as well as a charity promoting and supporting all aspects of cycling as a healthy activity and a sustainable means of transport.

In our workshop, we receive old or discarded bicycles from members of the public. They are then sorted either for repair or for dismantling for recycling. Our team of volunteers are principally in charge of dismantling bikes that can't be repaired and sorting and keeping parts that can be re-used. Every year, the Bike Station keeps over 50 tonnes of material from going into landfill. 

Twice a week, we run Fix Your Own Bike sessions, where cyclists can come and work on their own bicycles, using our fully-equipped workshop. These are principally volunteer-led sessions, with volunteers using their knowledge and expertise of bike maintenance to guide members of the public in repairing their own bicycles.

On Saturdays, we are open to the public all day, mainly selling reconditioned bikes that have been repaired by our mechanics during the week. Volunteers deal with the public, helping them choose the right bicycle for them, answering any manner of bike-related questions and generally helping run the shop on the Bike Station's busiest day.

All of our work is supported by volunteers, who want to contribute to the organisation. We are always looking for keen, enthusiastic people who ideally have some experience of cycling or working with bicycles, can work under their own initiative and enjoy working as part of a team, or on their own, and are good with assisting members of the public.

So, if you feel you can make a positive contribution to the Bike Station, to help us recycle even more old bikes and get even more people cycling in Edinburgh, please complete the enclosed form and send it back to us.
